Where is it? 
The Newman Center for the Performing Arts at the University of Denver is located at S. University 

Blvd. & E. Iliff Ave.  Please see the map on the back of this sheet.  There are meters on the 

streets surrounding the theatre.  There is a parking garage located just south of the theatre 

with access from E. Wesley Ave.  Please note that there is a fee to park in the parking garage. 

When is it? 
The show date is Sunday, June 17, 2012.  Show times are 9:30am, 12:15pm, 3:00pm & 5:45pm. 

As a general rule, Friday and Saturday classes will perform in the 9:30 am show, Sunday and 

Thursday classes will perform in the 12:15 pm show, Tuesday classes will perform in the 3:00 pm 

show, and Monday and Wednesday classes will perform in the 5:45 pm show. In some 

circumstances, classes may switch shows so please check in with the front office to ensure 

accurate placement of your dancer and their show time.  All students will need to be at the 

theatre thirty minutes before their show time, dressed in costume with hair and make-up done. 

Sign-Up Info… 
Sign-up sheets and performance fees are due NO LATER than Sunday, January 29, 2012. We 

have to start choreography and order costumes well in advance in order to have a successful 

show. All students are encouraged to participate. All accounts must be paid in full before the 

recital or participation will not be allowed.  Flowers, program ads, trophies, medals and t-shirt 

orders are due Sunday, May 20, 2012.  Absolutely no refunds will be given. 

Costumes, Shoes, Hair, and Make-Up… 
COSTUMES: Each student will receive a “made to order” costume. Made to order means they 

make them when we order them, they are not in-stock items and they are not made to 

individual child’s measurements.  We order from many different companies and all costumes 

are made to a general sizing chart, so some alterations may need to be made.  Any 

alterations will be your responsibility. There will be no shoes available to borrow.   

SHOES: ALL Combo students must have black tap shoes with black laces & pink ballet shoes. 
ALL Jazz and Musical Theatre students must have black jazz shoes. 

ALL Hip Hop students must have black jazz shoes. 

ALL Lyrical students must have nude foot thongs. 

ALL Tap students must have black tap shoes. 

ALL Ballet students must have pink ballet shoes and must have their hair in a bun.  

HAIR AND MAKE-UP: ALL other dance styles should have hair curled in a ponytail, if long 

enough, or pulled back from the face if short.   Make-up should be light, neutral tones. 

Students should not wear any jewelry on stage.  Dancers should arrive in their costume and 

bring only their dance shoes. Please keep all coats, outdoor shoes, clothes, jewelry, and other 

items with parents.  Be sure to put your dancer’s name on their shoes.  We cannot guarantee 

the return of personal items left at the theatre.   



 

 

 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

 

Tickets… 
All tickets are $12 and are reserved seating.  All accounts must be paid in full before tickets 

can be purchased.  Tickets go on sale on Sunday, May 6, 2012 from 12:00-5:00 pm at Cherry 

Creek Dance.  There are no refunds or exchanges.  We do not hold tickets or take orders in 

advance of this date.  There is no limit on the number of tickets you may purchase.  

Fees… 
The cost for performing is $115 for the first class and $75 for each additional class. Combo 

classes are considered one class.  This fee covers your costume and the cost of the production 

(set, stage crew, additional staff hours, etc.).  Absolutely no refunds will be given.  You will need 

to pay full tuition for the month of June, as well as be registered for and attend class between 

February and June. We can recommend classes for extra practice if needed. 

Dances… 
All combo classes will perform two routines approximately 2:00 to 2:30 minutes each.  All other 

classes perform one routine approx. 2:30 to 3:00 minutes long. Once your dancer is signed up 

for the recital they will not be allowed to switch classes.  We will have a list of classes doing the 

same routines for make-up classes.  

Rehearsal Videos… 
Rehearsal videos feature a teacher doing the dance with counts and with music.  The cost is 

$15 per DVD.  DVDs are custom-made and available for pick up a week after ordering. Multiple 

routines can be put on one DVD.  

Pictures and Videos… 
You may videotape and take pictures, but you will have to stay in your seat to do so. 

Professionally produced videos in DVD formats will be available. We will also have a 

photographer available to take individual or group photos before or after your performance. 

You can pick up order forms at the studio or at the theatre on recital day. 

For the safety of our dancers and as a courtesy to other guests,  

camcorders with a light-up screen and flash photography are not allowed. 

 

A Few Other Items… 
Many congratulatory items are available for you to pre-order and pick up at the show. Flower 

bouquets include 2 roses and baby’s breath for $12.  Trophies and medals start at $15. Recital t-

shirts are $25.00.  Ads for the recital program are available starting at $10 for a personal 

message.  Corporate sponsorships are also available.  Please pick up order forms at the front 

desk starting January 29.
